Key West, Florida 

The southernmost city of the continental United States belongs to the 
famous Keys, 190 km of islands set in a chain, south of Miami. Key 
West is the centre-point from which all locations on the Keys are 
measured and called Mile Markers. 
In a 1940 Saturday Evening Post article, Thelma Strabel wrote of Key 
West, There is nothing for restless people to do. It is quiet and 
careless and charming. Half a century later, you’ll find that Key West’s 
charm has remained, though the pace of life has picked up quiet a bit. 
Key West has become a place where people escape from the rat race 
for the free-est, the fun-est and most flamboyant lifestyle. 

 

Ocho Rios (Jamaica) 
 

The name "Ocho Rios" has two possible origins: it is either a direct 
translation from Spanish meaning "eight rivers" or an adulteration of 
"las chorreras" (the spouts), reflecting the large number of waterfalls in 
the area. Ocho Rios is located in St. Ann's parish about 60 miles from 
Annotto to Discovery Bay on a half-moon shaped cove in the middle of 
Jamaica's northern coastline. It was formerly a fishing port and was 
also known for its banana exports. Now it is a pretty resort town with 
stunning waterfalls and beaches and interesting colonial-period 
buildings like the Geddes Memorial Church and the Anglican Church. 
The town's business and commercial center is Pineapple Place. 

  

 
 

Georgetown, Grand Cayman 
 

Grand Cayman is the largest of the Cayman Islands with an area of 76 
square miles and a population of around 30,000. It is known around 
the world for its famous Seven Mile Beach. For early birds, an early 
morning walk along the beach is a wonderful experience. The beaches 
of Grand Cayman are spectacular and are enjoyed by thousands of 
visitors each year. The island economy is heavily dependant on 
tourism, with as much of 75% of the island's GDP being tourist 
generated. Aside from numerous beaches, there are many attractions 
on the island. Grand Cayman and the Caymans in general are very 

well known for their diving and snorkeling. The island features many reefs and walls, some of which can be 
accessed by swimming from shore. 
 

Cozumel, Mexico 
 

Cozumel is Mexico's largest island, nestled just 12 miles off the 
coast of the Yucatan Peninsula. Cozumel measures 28 miles long 
& 10 miles wide, and is world renown for its dazzling white sandy 
beaches and the remarkable clarity of the multi-hued azure 
Caribbean ocean in which it rests. The climate is subtropical & the 
people native to Cozumel are of Mayan descent.
